MATERIALS:

Following is a list of recommended materials.  Items in section “A” are basic drawing materials which should always accompany the artist.  These will be used mostly when doing still life studies and preliminary sketches.  Items in section “B” will be used when working on collages and/or paintings.  

The materials used should ultimately be based on the artist’s preference.  During the course of working with each artist, we may want to experiment with different mediums.  Please also remember to wear appropriate scrubs or bring your artist’s smock since you will get dirty!

SYLLABUS:

There are two directions which will be taken as noted below…

Creating a likeness: This direction is based on improving the precision of form and includes still life, landscape and figure study.  The student will complete a series of studies with the goal of improving the ability to render shape & form, light & shadow, texture, as well as color and perspective.  
Collage: This direction is based on creating from memory and the imagination.  The student will create pieces based on his or her own theme of choice.  Working with a variety of mediums, the goal is to immerse one’s self in the creation process while learning basic techniques of collage and maintaining an interesting composition.
